REGULATIONS AS TO ALLOTMENTS
1. The tenancy of an allotment shall commence on the 1st October.
2. The rent of the allotment to which this Agreement relates is pence per pole per annum, with the total amount being rounded up to the nearest pound where necessary, and is due on the 29th September in each year.
3. The Tenant of the allotment shall comply with the following conditions:-
(a) He shall keep his allotment clean and in a good state of cultivation and fertility to the satisfaction of the owners and Committee and shall not deposit refuse on the paths.
(b) He shall not cause any nuisance or annoyance to the occupier of any other allotment or obstruct any path or ditch set out by the Committee.
(c) He shall not take any dog onto the allotments except on a lead.
(d) He shall not underlet, assign or part with the possessions of this allotment or any part thereof without the written consent of the Committee.
(e) He shall not, without the written consent of the Committee, cut or prune any timber or other trees, or take, sell or carry away any soil, mineral, gravel, sand or clay and will do his best to protect the trees belonging to the landlord.
(f) He shall keep paths that form part of the allotment reasonably cut and trimmed and not abuse or damage any fences, hedges or gates of the allotment (paths must be maintained at a width not less than 26 inches).
(g) He shall not, without the written consent of the Committee erect any building on his allotment.
(h) He shall not use barbed wire for a fence adjoining any path set out by the Committee for the use of the occupiers of the allotments.
(i) He shall, as regards the allotment, observe and perform all conditions and covenants contained in the lease (if any) under which the Committee holds the land.
(j) He shall observe and perform any special condition which the Committee consider necessary to preserve the allotments from deterioration and of which notice is given to the applicants for allotments.
4. If in the opinion of the Committee, a Tenant has failed to cultivate his allotment with due diligence, the Committee shall have the power to terminate the tenancy by giving such Tenant 14 days (fourteen days) notice in writing.
5. Subject as herein before mentioned the tenancy shall be yearly.
6. The Committee reserve the right to vary or amend by resolution any of the foregoing regulations.
7. These Regulations will be read at the Annual General Meeting of Allotment Holders.
