COLDHARBUR LANE ALLOTMENT CLUB
RULES 2018
1. NAME
The Club shall be known as the Coldharbour Lane Allotment Club.
2. OBJECTS
The objects of the club are to provide facilities associated with the cultivation of allotment gardens including a clubhouse for shelter, meetings, recreation, social intercourse and refreshments for the benefit of the members.
3. MEMBERSHIP
Allotment Holder Membership shall be limited to 100 members unless the committee decide on a larger number.
The number of Associated Members shall not at any time exceed two-thirds of the number of ordinary members.
Every candidate shall be proposed and seconded by members of the club and applications given to the Honorary Secretary so they may be elected at a meeting of the committee.
All members will be issued with a card, which they shall produce to a committee member when so requested.
Any member who ceases to be an allotment holder shall resign his membership from the club.
Members resigning an allotment shall be given the option of Associated membership providing there are vacancies.
4. VOTES
At all meetings of the club each member and associate member present shall be entitled to one vote.  Members and associate members are equally entitled to nominate and be nominated for the committee.
5. THE COMMITTEE
The affairs of the club shall be managed by a committee of not less than six members, three of which will be an Honorary Chairman, an Honorary Treasurer and an Honorary Secretary.  The committee in meeting may appoint additional members.
All committee members automatically retire on the day of the Annual General Meeting and committee members shall be proposed, seconded and elected, by a simple majority at the Annual General meeting.
Sub-committees may be elected for such purposes, as members of the committee deem appropriate.
6. ACCOUNTS
The committee must appoint a fit person to act as accountant to advise the club in all respects of finance and to conduct the tax affairs with the Inland Revenue.  The accountant will retire on the day of each Annual General meeting and be proposed, seconded and elected by a simple majority at the Annual General meeting.
7. SUBSCRIPTIONS
The subscriptions for ordinary members shall be 拢5 and for associated members 拢15.00 or as agreed by members at the Annual General Meeting, which shall be payable on          29th September of each year.  The committee may rescind the annual subscription at any time.
8. INTOXICATING LIQUOUR
The purchase and supply of intoxicating liquour shall be controlled and managed by the committee or sub-committee elected for that purpose who shall ensure that the provisions of the Licensing Act and the conditions of a licence held by the club are duly observed.
9. OPENING HOURS
The hours that the club shall be open to the members, shall be decided by the committee.
10. CASUAL VACANCIES
The committee may fill any casual vacancy among the officers or members of the committee to hold office until the next Annual General Meeting of the club.
11. CONDUCT OF MEMBERS
Any member whose conduct is, in the opinion of the committee of the club, contrary to the interests of the club may, after being given the opportunity of appearing before the committee to explain his/her conduct, be suspended or expelled from the club.  The Committee’s decision is final and there is no right of appeal.
12. GUESTS
Any member may introduce guests whose names shall be entered in the Visitors Book kept for that purpose but such guests will not be permitted to purchase intoxicating liquor in the club.
13. ALCOHOL
Alcohol will not be sold to persons under 18 years of age.
14. RULES
These rules may be amended or revoked at an Annual or Extraordinary General Meeting of the club by a majority of two thirds or more.
15. BY LAW
Members may bring into the club direct family, (wife, children etc.)  All other members of his/her family must sign in.
